
1.
NAME

The name shall be the Salon Marketers' Group (referred to as "the Group") of the Cosmetic, Toiletry and Fragrances Association of New Zealand Inc.).

2.
OBJECTS

(a)
To promote the Hairdressing Industry through hairdressing salons, to the general public.

(b)
To promote, aid, foster, develop and protect the interests of the Hairdressing Industry in New Zealand and every section of it by whatever means the Group may think fit.

(c)
To promote a high standard of ethical behaviour, through an Industry Code of Ethics.

(d)
To secure to the members of the Group all the advantages of unanimity of action.

(e)
To create a feeling of common sense of purpose amongst members of the Industry throughout New Zealand.

(f)
To provide by all lawful means for the opposing of any legislation, regulation or other action which the Industry may consider to be inimical to it or to the interests of its members.

(g)
To do all such other things as may appear necessary or desirable or incidental or conducive to the attainment of the above objects, or any of them.

3.
MEMBERSHIP

(a)
Membership of the Group shall be open to all companies whose primary source of business (at least 80%)is derived from the manufacture, distribution, or marketing of a branded salon professional chemical product.

(b)
A prerequisite of membership is full membership of the Cosmetic, Toiletry & Fragrances Association of New Zealand (Inc).

(c)
Contribution to an independent compilation of (Prior-Year) Annual Market Statistics collated by Deloitte Touche Tohmatsu is a prerequisite of membership. Members are encouraged to also participate in the quarterly survey undertaken by Deloitte Touche Tohmatsu.
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(d)
Not withstanding the above clauses, any business which is supplied with product by a member(s) shall be liable to have its membership of the Group reviewed to ensure continued compliance with cl.3(a).

(e)
Membership of the group is by invitation and all applicants for membership shall be invited to attend a meeting and meet members of the group prior to confirmation of their membership.

4.
CESSATION OF MEMBERSHIP

(a)
The membership of any member may be terminated by the Group if, in the opinion of a unanimous vote by all other members present at a meeting of the Group, such member has acted contrary to this Constitution or the interests of the Group. Before any such termination of membership shall be ratified, the member concerned shall be given 28 days notice of such action and provided the opportunity of explaining his/her alleged actions at a meeting of the group considering the termination of membership.

(b)
Any member shall, upon termination of membership under this rule, meet all financial obligations outstanding to the Group, as at the date of termination.

(c)
Members may resign voluntarily.

(d)
No member shall resign from the Group without giving three months notice in writing to the Secretary, or until all subscriptions, levies, other dues payable by the member have been paid.

5.
OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES

(a)
The day to day oversight of the business and affairs of the Group shall be vested in a Management Committee which shall consist of the Chairman, the Deputy Chairman (who shall be the Immediate Past Chairman) and the Secretary. The Chairman shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting. Only members of the Group shall be eligible to stand for the position of Chairman.

(b)
The duties of the Chairman shall be to preside at all meetings, conduct all negotiations on behalf of the Group and report to the Group on all matters affecting the work of the organisation.

(c)
The Chairman shall have a deliberative and, where necessary, a casting vote at all meetings.

(d)
Where the Chairman is absent from any meeting the Deputy Chairman shall act in his/her place for that meeting, assuming all the duties and rights of the Chairman.
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(e)
The Chairman, Deputy Chairman, and Secretary or their designated replacements shall represent the Group at all meetings and negotiations with the New Zealand Association of Hairdressers (inc).

6.
SECRETARIAT

(a)
The Secretary of the Group shall be the Executive Officer of the Cosmetic, Toiletry and Fragrances Association of New Zealand (Inc) and shall act as Secretary-Treasurer.

(b)
The duties of the Secretary shall be to arrange and provide secretarial services for all meetings of the group, to record all minutes, forward to members as promptly as possible copies of all remits, notices of motion and minutes of meetings. The Secretary shall receive all monies due to the Group from subscriptions, levies and other sources. The Secretary shall keep a true and correct account of income and expenditure of the Group; prepare annually (or at any other times as a meeting of members may require) a balance sheet for submission to the Auditor; recover all debts due to the Group and generally carry out the instructions of the Group.

7.
MEETINGS

(a)
Fourteen clear days notice shall be given to members provided that it shall be within the power of the Chairman, by written notice to the Secretary, to call a meeting of special urgency without compliance with this provision.

(b)
At the request of the Chairman or any three other members of the Group, the Secretary shall call a meeting of the group at the earliest possible date.

(c)
At all meetings of the Group, four companies shall form a quorum.

(d)
The Annual General Meeting of the Group shall be held no later than three months after the end of the Group's financial year.

(e)
A Special General Meeting shall be held by agreement of the Chairman and Secretary or on receipt of a written request from any four members.

8.
VOTING AT MEETINGS

(a)
Voting shall be by a show of hands of those present. (Where a company has more than one representative at the meeting, only one vote will be recorded).

(b)
Any member present may require a vote to be taken by ballot.

(c)
Where a vote or ballot is taken, only those members who are financial for the immediate preceding financial year of the Group shall be entitled to vote.
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(d)
Voting by proxy, provided that these are in writing (or faxed) and in the hands of the Secretary before commencement of the meeting shall be allowed on the above basis.

9.
FINANCIAL

(a)
The Financial year of the Group shall close on March 31 of each year.

10.
SUBSCRIPTIONS AND LEVIES

(a)
The annual subscription payable by members shall be such sum and on such basis as determined in advance by the Annual General Meeting, subject to the subscription for the first year being determined by the Group at a Special Meeting.

(b)
In the event of no Annual General Meeting being held in the normal course of activities, the management Committee shall have the power to declare the annual subscription to be no greater than that of the previous year.

(c)
In the event of expenditure being incurred or decided upon in any year in connection with the carrying out of the objects of the Group, an Annual General Meeting or Special General Meeting may authorise additional levies on members.

(d)
The annual contribution of the Group to the New Zealand Association of Hairdressers (Inc) shall be agreed at a Special Meeting of members and shall be apportioned amongst members on such a basis agreed by the meeting.

11.
BANK ACCOUNTS, CHEQUES AND RECEIPTS

(a)
The Group bank account shall be operated by the joint signatures of the Chairman, the Secretary and the Deputy Chairman (two required). The Secretary shall have the power to endorse all cheques or other negotiable instruments payable to the Group and issue receipts.

(b)
Not withstanding the above, the Management Committee may determine that the banking account be operated as part of the consolidated account of the Cosmetic, Toiletry & Fragrances Association of New Zealand (Inc.) and in this event, the Management Committee may determine the person or persons entitled to sign and endorse cheques and other negotiable instruments to the Group and to issue receipts.

AUDITOR


The Auditor shall be the Auditor of the Cosmetic, Toiletry & Fragrances Association of New Zealand (Inc.) or such person appointed at an Annual General Meeting.

ALTERATION TO RULES

(a)
Any alterations, amendments or additions to these rules shall be made at an Annual or Special General Meeting.

(b)
Suggested alterations, amendments or additions shall be notified to the Secretary at least 21 days before the date of the meeting at which they will be given consideration and the Secretary shall as promptly as possible notify each member of the details of any such suggestions.

(c)
No alterations shall be made to Clause 14 without the prior approval of the Inland Revenue Department.

14
WINDING UP

(a)
Any resolution to wind up the Group must be carried by a majority vote of members at a General Meeting specially called to consider the matter. If required the Group shall be wound up in accordance with Section 24 of the Incorporated Societies Act 1908.

(b)
Any available funds after settlement of all liabilities shall be disposed of in such a manner as the General Meeting decides, provided that no member shall obtain any pecuniary gain on such a distribution.
